Relational organizing is a tool within a broader 
organizing strategy to build power in which 
individuals, groups, or organizations harness 
their personal networks and relationships to 
effect change.

Talking to someone you know personally and 
persuading them to take action on something.

It is a type of community organizing that relies on 
and prioritizes relationships both inside and
outside of an organization in order to build 
stronger, more dynamic and creative collective
power.
